Passing the Handkerchief:

The Script

Characters: Othello’s mom, Othello’s dad, Othello, Desdemona, Emilia, Iago, Cassio, Bianca

· The handkerchief originally comes to Othello before the action of the play begins, from his mother who had it either as a gift from an Egyptian or as a gift from Othello’s father, depending on which story from Othello you believe.

· Othello gives it to Desdemona, his first gift to her.

· Desdemona tries to bind Othello’s head with it, and accidentally drops it.

· Emilia picks it up.

· Iago snatches it from Emilia…
· …Then leaves it in the lodging of Cassio.

· Cassio finds it and gives it to Bianca to copy the embroidery on it.

· Bianca, thinking another woman gave the handkerchief to Cassio, angrily gives it back to Cassio while Iago and Othello look on unseen.
