BENCHMARK 7: Script and Storyboard


STEP 1:

STEP 2: 

MOVING ON – CREATING YOUR PSA: 

Now that you have refreshed what things are going to be the “Backbone” of your group PSA, we will now work on a specific script of your PSA.  There are two things that need to be done for this benchmark, so it can be split into two different groups working on this benchmark

Group 1:  Writing the Script

WHO IS IN THIS GROUP? _______________________________________________

The script that you will write has some very specific things that need to be in it, and also NEEDS TO BE EXACTLY WHAT YOU WILL SAY IN THE COMMENTARY/PSA.  These are the guidelines for the script below

1. You have to talk about what your question is that you are trying to find an answer to.  This means that you will specifically talk about what your question is.

2. You also need to make sure that you state your thesis statement that your group comes up with somewhere in the script.  Remember, this is your opinion/ answer to the question!

3. Your PSA needs to include AT LEAST 4 DIFFERENT SPECIFIC FACTS/ STATISTICS that support your opinion/ thesis.

4.  The script also needs to have a definitive conclusion/ persuasive statement that sways the listener to your particular viewpoint.

Group 2: Making the Storyboard

WHO IS IN THIS GROUP?________________________________________________

This group will be the people finding images that will fit into your commentary that will work with what is said in your commentary.  You will need to work closely with the group writing the script to find images that relate to the script.  

These are the requirements of the “Storyboard” that you will make.

1. Work closely with the scriptwriters!  You will find images that will connect closely to the script itself (For instance, if you were talking about oil spills in the Pacific ocean, find images about wildlife covered in crude oil or tankers spilling oil into the ocean, not images of spaghetti, etc.)

2. There should be AT LEAST 1 image for every 2 sentences in the script, and these images should relate to the script exactly!

3. Make a folder for these images, and save them to your desktop.

4. ALSO, print out each image and put them in order with where they go with the script.

5. WRITE OUT the sentences that go with the image from the script on the image (either below the image, or on the back of the image).

6. STAPLE the images with the written parts together in order of how they will go in your commentary.
