Your task:

Your task is to write a personal narrative that highlights your unique experiences during this journey, using the artifacts you have chosen as evidence to support your stance. Using your own voice, strive to showcase in this narrative your understandings about three essential questions:

· What is your unique character as a student of science? 

· What is the current relationship between our society and the natural world?

· Where do you see yourself fitting in with this relationship now and into your future?  

Task specifics:

Your narrative must include reference to three sub-topics: Personal Connections, Academic Work, and 21st Centaury Leadership Skills.  Please use the following prompts to guide you in this process.         

1.  Personal Connections

· How would you describe our society’s relationship with the natural world, both historically and in modern times?  Is it important for individuals to critically analyze our society’s relationship with the natural world?  Why or why not?
· How has your education about our relationship to the natural world, through a scientific lens, influenced or changed the way you understand yourself, your values, and the decisions we are making as a society?  (this is especially important with the Oil Spill Lab…)
· How does your chosen artifact showcase what you have learned about the connections between science education, society, and your own academic identity?

2.  Academic Work

· What are the essential concepts and understandings about the natural world that your ESGP artifact demonstrates?

· What science-based skills and strategies did you apply to complete this ESGP artifact?

· What challenges did you face in completing this ESGP artifact?  What did you learn when you overcame those challenges?

3.  21st Century Leadership Skills

• What 21st Century Leadership Skills are evident in your chosen ESGP artifact?

Formatting Guidelines:  If you can check off each of these boxes when writing and reviewing your narrative, you are in good shape:

· Clear, interesting thesis statement that answers all parts of the essential questions.
· Uses a personal voice (1st person narrative). 

· Avoids answering the questions in order and/or word-for-word
· Cite 2-3 specific examples/stories from your science education that support your thesis.

· Use evidence from the artifact you have chosen to support your thesis 

· Use Times New Roman 

· 12 point font

· Double-space 
· 3-5 pages. 

· Interesting and full of details (don’t use words such as “good” or “bad”)
· No listing! 

· You must revise at least once before this can be included in your graduation portfolio archive.
