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Memorandum of Understanding between 

City College of San Francisco (CCSF)

 and Envision Schools (Envision)

for a Partnership to Ensure Collge Readiness

City College of San Francisco and Envision Schools agree to the following Memorandum of Understanding regarding the establishment of a Partnership to Ensure College Readiness.

 
WHEREAS, City Arts and Tech and Metro Arts and Tech Envision Schools are demonstration schools aligned with Early College High School Intiative Core Principles and Attributes supported by the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation as part of this foundation’s support for national high school reform with special emphasis in selected states including California;

WHEREAS, City Arts and Tech and Metro Arts and Tech Envision Schools prepare high school students for successful career and educational futures through a full integration of high school, college, and the world of work, improve academic performance and self-concept, and increase high school and college/univeristy completion rates ;


WHEREAS, City Arts and Tech and Metro Arts and Tech Envision Schools are autonomous schools with its own California Department of Education number and is located on a site that allows for the development of a college culture on the CCSF campus;



WHEREAS, CAT Early College High School agrees to provide notices to students, parents, employees and the general public that all educational programs are available without regard to race, color, religion, national origin, sex or disability. Further, the City Arts and Tech and Metro Arts and Tech Envision Schools shall provide non-discrimination notices in all newsletters, annual reports, administrative reports, program information, handbooks, application forms and all promotional materials disseminated.

In carrying out this contract, the City Arts and Tech and Metro Arts and Tech Envision Schools shall not discriminate against any student, employee, or applicant for attendance or employment because of race, color, religion, national origin, sex, age (as defined by law) or disability in employment.


NOW, THEREFORE, the parties to this Memorandum of Understanding mutually agree as follows:

1. AGREEMENT TERM:  The term of this agreement shall be from March 30, 2009 to June 30, 2010

2. GOVERNANCE:

CCSF agrees to:

Provide a college liaison to the Initiative.

3. GRADES AND PROVISION OF COURSES:

CCSF agrees to:

Provide transcripts, credits for college courses, and degree requirements for college courses completed by CAT and Metro  students.

Envision agrees to:

Provide transcripts, credits for high school courses completed by Cat and Metro students, and access to high school graduation requirements.

4. Professional Development
CCSF agrees to:

Provide quality faculty instructors to partipate in profesional development sessions scoring CAT and Metro student work
Envision agrees to:

Provide quality professional development sessions with motivated high school faculty

CCSF agrees to:

Assist CAT and Metro High School students in enrolling in CCSF through Concurrent Enrollment courses and/or for graduating seniors who are CCSF bound.

Envision agrees to:

Assist CAT and Metto High School students in enrolling in concurrent enrollment classes.

12. SYSTEMIC REFORM
CCSF agrees to:

Actively work towards removing barriers to improve concurrent enrollment opportunities for high school students.

Envision agrees to:

Provide CCSF with on-going feedback as to the areas where procedures and policies that can be improved related to concurrent enrollment.  

13. EVALUATION

CCSF agrees to:

Participate in ECHS activities evaluation activities including the Early College High School Student Information System, with appropriate protections and assurances to its students, their families, and teachers. 

Envision agrees to:

Participate in ECHS evaluation activities including the Early College High School Student Information System, with appropriate protections and assurances to its students, their families and teachers. 

14. INDEMNIFICATION:  In  consideration of the performance by all parties of the terms and conditions of this agreement, each party does hereby agree to indemnify and hold harmless all trustees, board members, officers, administrators, agents, and employees of all other parties from and against any and all claims, debts, and/or causes of action from the following:  (a) claimed or actual defects in premises owned or controlled by any party to this agreement that are used in the performance of this agreement; and (b) any acts or omissions of any party and their respective trustees, board members, officers, agents, administrators, and employees in the performance of this agreement.
   
15. AMENDMENT, RENEWAL, AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT

This Memorandum of Understanding may be amended by mutual written agreement of both parties.  The City College of San Francisco and Envision Schools reserve the right to terminate this MOU upon service of written notice to the other party 90 days prior to the date of termination.  In this event, the date of termination will be the day after the end of the semester during which the 90-day period expires.
