Use the following questions about each part of the project to help move you forward in making your work ‘presentation quality’:
Produce 2 Presentation Quality Storyboards (use the format provided or one of your own)

1. Which of my storyboards are the most expressive of the represented scene in Neverwhere?

2. What does each of my selected scenes need to be “presentation ready”?

3. Is the image carefully drawn out?  Should I include color and/or stylized imagery to enhance my illustration?

4. Is the quotation accurate and complete, with proper citation?  Is it adequate in length and information to convey my idea?

5. Did I make the connections to physics in my Rube Goldberg Device and explain those connections adequately?

6. Are there connections/explanations of the metaphors in the scene or other literary elements?

Produce 2 Revised, Presentation Quality Transactional Reading Journals

1. Which journals best convey ideas from Neverwhere that are most important to my work and me over the past few months?

2. Do the journals I have selected meet all requirements of the original assignment?  For example, if I select a CD project, does it include all of the necessary songs to convey my message, does it include an annotation, and does it include a CD cover that creatively represents the text I have chosen to represent?

3. Have the journals been edited for clarity, flow, and conciseness of message?

4. Is my final work “presentation ready”? 

Formalize and Revise your Final Reflection/Paper and include elements from Transactional Reading Journal #7:
