“The Tempest” Video Project

Essential Question:  How does a situation/event look different from different perspectives?  

· What role does power/status have in determining whose story becomes the “truth?”

For this project you will…

· Choose a specific situation or event from “The Tempest.”

· Choose a character whose perspective of the situation or event you will portray.

· Choose a time period and setting for your video.

· Create a video interpretation of a moment from this play.

Your video must include:

· An interior monologue from the perspective of one character

· A translation of at least 20 Shakespearian lines OR at least 20 lines from the original text

· At least one line from the original Shakespeare

· A clear portrayal of the status dynamics in the scene

· Imagery that places your video in a particular time and place

· Anything else you want ie. Music, dancing, images, special FX…

Groups

This will be a group project.  Each individual will create their own proposal, but then you will form groups of 3-4 to work on the project based on which proposal you would like to work on.
