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Writing your script

Use the following questions to help you organize and write your script. In making a short documentary, you want to think about your audience. People love stories, especially a story in which they care about the topic. 

Keep it simple. Remember that you should write your script in a style that will sound natural to read out loud.

Introduction

Your script should begin with a compelling hook as an introduction to your documentary. 

· Did you come across interesting facts or details about your topic? 

· Is there a particularly interesting story about someone to interest the viewer?

Body of your Script

After an interesting introduction, you need to get to the heart of what you want to say. EVERYTHING YOU HAVE IN YOUR SCRIPT SHOULD RELATE TO YOUR TOPIC. Keep the following prompts in mind:

· What do you want people to learn?

· What did you learn?

· What is being done to resist this type of racism?

· How can people make a difference on a personal, local, national, international level?

· How has the research informed your views about racism?

· What makes your topic unique?

Your Conclusion

Use the conclusion to leave the viewer with something to think about. 

· What feeling do you want to leave the audience with at the end of the documentary?

· What is being done to resist this type of racism?

· What progress is being made in overcoming this type of racism? Or is there no progress?
